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A Tale of Theft, Shipsand Junk Yards

MYSTERY OF
THE FIRE BELL

Recently ther ehasbeen an intriguing
twi st i nthe case of the Buninyong
firebell stolen after the 1898fire
which destr oyed thetwo stor ey

buil dingwhich had been built fifteen
yearsearlier in 1883.

The bell  the fire stationwas used not
only to dert peopleof afireinthe
village, but aso was rung in times of
locd disasterssuchasasearchfor a

mi ssing person.

When the bell went missing after the
1898fire, just the tongue of the bell
was |eft behind.

Then, in the 1960’s, former Fire
Captain Geor ge Whitefoundabell
resemblingthemissingonein ajunk
yard in Brunswick. But when he
returned there with the tongue fromthe
Buninyong Fire Station to seeif it
fitted, the bell had again gone.

Now, after 117 years, the bell may be
back home.

A few months ago, the Brigade was
contacted by Peter Weeksof Sims
Meta Management of Noble Park who
told the Brigade’s Captain Marc
Cannan tha workersat their metds

processing plant had come acrossabell
inscribed “Buninyong 1883”— 1883
was the year that the two-storey fire
station had been built

But then the plot thickensagain. At the
Sims plant, the metd of the bell was
andysed and found to be 80 per centtin
and 20 per cent copper —the
composition of bronze. Usudly,

‘inland’ bells were made of brass or
iron, while bronze was used in maritime
situations because of itsanti-corrosive
properties.

Shipping Twist

Further research hasfound that there
was a small passenger ship caled
“Buninyong” which carried passengers
between Sydney and Melbournefrom
about 188310 1924. The shipwas
scuttledin 1926 in Port Phillip Bay.
The SS Buninyong had been built in
Barrow-in-FurnessinEngland, dsoin
1883.

So while the ‘Buninyong 1883’ bell is
now safely back at the Buninyong Fire
Station, having been presentedto the
Brigade by SimsMeta Management,
the question of whether thisbell is the

stolenone or fromthe scuttled ship still
remains.

Brigade Cgptain Marc Cannan said that
if indeed the bell was the onestolenin
1898, itsreturn after some 117 years
was “little short of a miracle”.

Captain Cannan said that while
historianswere still tryingto sort out
the mystery, the 1883 bel | was now
occupying aproud place anongst the
brigade’s memorabilia. “While we have
stopped just short of popping the
champagne corksuntil any other
information comes to light, it’s still a
great story!” he said.

Traffic problems likely

TURN IN PLAN A TURN OFF

Crossing over theWest Gate Bridge,
or taking an el evator tothe 60" fl oor
of atall buildingmakesit easyto
admiretheskill of engineers. How
they cal culateload capacities,
stressesand str ains, wind r esisances
and thelikeisquiteamaz ng.

But sometimes at the more mundane

end of engineering, the common sense
of some engineers seemssometimesto
go missing. Teke the case of theworks
being planned for the Buninyong CBD.

During the latter part of 2013 and
through 2014, the Buninyong
Community Associationlobbied
Council and State politiciansfor
funding for theimprovement of the
village centre, particularly aroundthe
Town Hall area

This resultedin some $250,000 of
Council funds and $400,000 of State
Regiond Devel opment funds becoming
available for works inthe centrd areas
of the village.

Over recent months Council engineers
and architects have produced various
sketch plans and options. Just afew
weeks ago, a ‘Final’ option was made
avalable.

It seemsasure bet that most in the
community will scratchtheir heads over
the proposd to include an entranceto
the shopping strip onthe North side of
Learmonth Street, literdly just afew
metres around the corner fromthe
roundabout — much closer thaneven the
present barely adequate turn-in point.

As someone wisely observed, the
present planwill either result inaspate

of nosetotail bingles or, if the turn-in
ismissed, having to drive haf way to
Geelong before you can come back to
shop!

Why not an entrance, perhaps aso
involving a sliplane, oppositethe
supermarket car park which would
enable traffic to go straight ahead, turn
|eft towardsthe bakery and other shops,
or turn right towards the new medica
centre?

....and aturnon!

As evident fromthe preceding
viewpoint, theloca Council isoftenan
easy target for criticism— sometimes
warranted! So when something positive
can be sad, it should be.

Three sectionswithin Council

admini stration deserve specid mention
for their support for Buninyong projects
and township improvementsrecently.

The Engaging Communitiesteam has
been very active in supporting arange
of community projects (suchasthe
Youth Space, the greffiti trailer and this
newsl etter), the staff of the Gardens
Department are dways cooperative (in
areas such as carefor the Botanic
Gardens, clearance of fdlendebris, and
now work onthe RSL Park areaand the
Avenue of Honour), and City
Infrastructure has cometo the party
with support for projectssuchasthe
street vines, the entrance signage, and
now the mg or improvement projectin
the vicinity of the Town Hall. While
many of these have been initiatives of
the Community Association, these
sections of the Council have given time,
advice, and financid or organisationd
support.

(Midland Highway) have highlighted
growing concerns about traffic issues
which impact on their lifestyles-
increased noise, traffic volumes, and
now the higher speed limits.

From stuff cutter to
French hero

Joseph Henry Lukewasbornin
Buninyong in 1898, the second son of
Harriet and Joseph L uke of Simpson
Street. He attended the Buninyong
State School . Small instature, he
didn’t stand out from hisschool
matesin study or sport.

After leaving school, heworkedas a
stuff cutter intheloca shoe and |eather
trade. A stuff cutter was aworker who
had the task of cutting out theinner and
bottom sol es of bootsor shoes, and of
any stiffeningmateria s needed for the
toeor the heel.

The 1890 edition of the trade magazine
the Shoe and Leather Record stated
that the socid status of the stuff manis
lower than that of any other employee
inthe manufacture of boots, and heis
probablythewors-paidartisaninthe
trade.

In April 1917, the nineteenyear old
JosephLuke signed onin Bdlarat as
“Harry” Luke in the 38" Battalion of
the AIF, and shortly after,on21 June
1917, set sail onthetroop carrier
Suevicboundfor the UK. Then, in
December 1917, hejoinedtheforces
onthe Westernfrontin France.

Hisolder brother Richard had enlisted
in 1915 and dready had seen
considerable servicewiththe Field

Ambulance Brigade in France and
el sewhere.

Private Harry Luke was not exactly a
standout figure onthe battlefield. His

enlistment papers stated that he was
only 5°5” (165cm) tall and weighed
just 125 Ibs (56kg). In another life he
couldeasily have beenajockey.

But his size beliedhisheart and
fighting spirit, and during battlesin
Rouelles, France, his courage was so
conspicuousthat he was awarded one

of the highest Frenchmilitary honours,
the Croixde Guerre.

This award was given by the President
of the French Republic to very smal
numbers of the French military or its
alieswho had been mentionedin
despatchesfor valour and gallantryin
battle. Usudly the awards went to high
ranking officersor leadersof countries
assisting France in the war against
Germany.

London Gazette

Notice of Harry Luke’s award was
officially published in the London
Gazette of 29 January 1919, and
later in the Commonwealth of
Australia Gazette Of 23 May 1919

Harry’s name now sits alongside
such luminaries as Field Marshall
Sir Thomas Blamey, Theodore
Roosevelt Jr and US General
George SPatton as recipients of
the Croix de Guerre.

Private Harry Luke C de G returned
to Australia on the Witshire on 4
July 1919.

Harry lived on until 10 February 1990,
when he died aged 91 years.

TOWN HALL
TO BE LIT UP
